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& Procedures

I. Entering the Classroom

1) Arrive to class on time. Enter the room quietly and calmly, and be ready to work.

2) If an assignment is due, turn it in to the appropriate tray.

3) Sit in your assigned seat.

4) Usually there will be a warm-up activity to complete for the first 5-10 minutes of class.  Look for the activity instructions on the projector, whiteboard, or desk.  If there are not instructions, sit in your seat until the bell rings.

II. During Class

1) ALWAYS be prepared for pre-planned activities, lessons, and/or discussions.

2) Listen, pay attention, focus, and participate in the day’s activity and/or lesson.  Part of your grade will be based on your class participation.

3) Bring any and all materials needed for class.

III. Prohibited Items

1) Do not drink or eat in class unless given permission by the teacher.

2) 1st and 5th Periods: Eat your breakfast or lunch BEFORE coming to class!  I reserve the right to throw your meal away if it is messy or a distraction to you or your classmates.

3) Electronic Devices: There will be times when personal electronic devices will be used and incorporated in activities and lessons.  Your teacher will let you know when these devices are permissible to use in class. If you do not have specific permission to use your cell phone, Ipad, laptop, or any other electronic device, then DO NOT use it in class! Impermissible use of electronic devices in class can result in it being taken away from you.

4) Please refer to pages 13-14 of the student handbook for additional guidelines on the district’s policy regarding use of electronic devices.

IV. Attendance & Dress Code

1) All dress code regulations found on page 15-16 of the student handbook will be enforced.

2) You will be counted tardy if you are not inside the classroom by the time the bell rings.  Per page 13 of the student handbook, 4 or more tardies can result in a referral and TOR.

3) An unexcused tardy of 15 minutes or more will be considered an absence.

4) In the case of pre-planned or unexpected absences, contact your teacher ASAP to make arrangements for missed assignments and/or make-up work.

5) Per page 6 of the student handbook, a student has 5 school days after returning to school to complete make-up work. Work assigned prior to the absence shall be turned in or completed on the day the student returns to school.
V. Class Rules

1) RESPECT. This is the main rule I have in class. You follow this rule by treating yourself, your teacher, and your classmates with dignity. You also treat property in the classroom and school with respect. Basically, treat others the way you would want to be treated!

2) Participate in class!

3) No swearing, teasing, name-calling, or bullying!

4) No cheating on any assignment. Cheating and copying your classmates’ work can result in a zero.

5) Severe: absolutely no fighting, threats, or verbal abuse of any kind. Such behavior can result in automatic detention or referral.

VI. Discipline

1) If any class or school rules are broken in class, a student will be subject to the following:

1st Offense: Verbal Warning

2nd Offense: One-on-one counseling with teacher.
3rd Offense: Detention & Parent Contact

4th Offense: Referral
