Extra Credit: History Channel’s The World Wars
Goal: to understand & analyze how World War I and the interwar period affected the lives of major figures in the 20th century.

Instructions: watch the three-episode, six-hour show The World Wars on the History Channel from Monday May 26th to Wednesday May 28th.  As you watch, you need to take detailed notes on the people the show talks about, and what events shaped their lives from 1914-1945.  You should pay particular attention to how World War I affected the lives of important people.

All of these points will be added to your lowest summative grade.

2. Schedule a time to give your presentation no later than Friday May 30th!  I will not accept oral presentations after May 30th!
